HERE ARE STAMP CLUBS—
and there are stamp clubs, Just
because a club bears the title of
Stamp Club or Philatelic Society
it does not follow that it is really
a stamp club. It may be little more
than a soeial eclub where good
fellows and perhaps a few gals get
together at certain intervals, do a
little yak-yaking, perhaps listen to
a talk either on stamps or what
have you, have some refreshments
and depart for home. To be sure
they all collect stamps, at least
they have some stamps stuck in an
album and from time to time, pos-
sibly every time the man in the
moon begins to chew tobacco, they
add a few more stamps to their
collections. They are stamp collec-
tors — but what kind? Definitely
they are not the kind that make a
stamp eclub a stamp club in the
truest and fullest sense of the
word.

I have in mind two stamp clubs
with which 1 am personally fami-
liar, Each meets twice a month
and is cu-mgosed of a fine lot, all
collectors. Some are men of vary-
ing ages and each club has some
members among the so-called
gentler sex, But there the simi-
larity stops. The two clubs are as
different as day and night. Only
one club is actually a stamp club.
The other is more of a social club
with a sort of philatelic atmos-
phere.

The club that I consider a real
stamp club is supposed to start its
meetings at eight in the evening
but by seven-forty-five a number
of the members are already there
trading fast and furious. From
seven-forty-five on members arrive
in ones, twos and threes and join
in the trading session. The busi-
ness session of the club never gets
under way at the designated hour

of eight o’clock because the mem-
bers, almost all of whom are al-
ready in the meeting room, are far
too busy to stop their trading for
such items as the reading of the
minutes of the last meeting, old
business, new business, unpaid bills
and what have you.

The President does get the busi-
ness session under way along
about eight-thirty but never with
complete success because many of
the members are still swapping
stamps. But some semblance of
attention is obtained so the Presi-
dent ecan conduct the business
meeting. The usual items of busi-
ness are taken up in proper order
and in rapid fire manner. Some-
times there is a bit of discussion
on some order of business but
never too much. After all this club
is made up 100% of stamp col-
lectors who ARE stamp collectors.
They are incurables who have one
and only one reason for attending
the club and that is to see how
many duplicates they can trade off
for other stamps that they need for
their collection,

When the business session finally
closes trading starts anew with the
spirit that was so much in evidence
before the business session. The
members who stopped trading for
the business session start in again
and the club room resembles a
small stock exchange at the
heighth of a bull market,

“What have you got to trade?”
echoes around the meeting room as
members try to locate others who
have stocks to exchange,

After a period of feverish trad-
ing, a kilo of foreign stamps from
some single country is opened and
spread out along the long table
around which the members sit.
Then a bargain sale fever takes
over as the members finger
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through the stamps looking for
ones they want. Since all are active
traders they are not satisfield only
with stamps they do not have but
pick up many duplicates that they
can trade with friends who are not
club members and others who live
away from the city. After the kilo
of stamps has been pretty well
mauled over at the rate of one cent
a stamp, the remainder is gathered
up and put back in the box in
which it was received and swap-
ping stamps starts all over again
with a feverish fervor that is only
found among real stamp collectors.
As members exhaust their stock
of traders they depart for home but
there are always others who con-
tinue the trading until eleven or
later. Individual members will ex-
change anywhere from five dollars
to possibly fifty dollars and even
more each. Every meeting of this
club is a real trading session with
the result that the members are
adding new stamps to their collec-
tions every week. THIS IS A
REAL STAMP CLUB!

The other club, also called a
stamp club, is composed of a fine
lot of men with some gals sprinkled
in for spice. They are very
friendly, greeting each other with
smiles, sometimes a hand shake.
They are stamp collectors but you
would never know it because there
is hardly any trading done. This
club has two or three members
who trade stamps every meeting
night but it is suspected that the
other members look upon these
avid traders as sort of screwballs.
Once a month this club holds an
auction of material that members
put in. Seldom is the auction very
much of an action affair because
most of the members of this club
collect only a very few countries
and for the most part they need
only the hard to get items. They
are not interested in Greenland
when all they need are some
stamps from Egypt, Poland, Nor-
way or some other country.

After the auction the members
do some Xak-yaking among them-
selves and by ten o'clock the meet-
ing is over. Nobody has even tried
to add any stamps to his collection

except the two or three screwballs
who use every minute for trading.

The other meeting of this club,
it holds two a month, offers some
speaker who generally talks about
one of his collections. Frequently
these speakers are terrible NOT
terrifie, serving little more than to
fill in the time between the busi-
ness bmeeting and the refresh-
ments. Yes, the one meeting a
month when a speaker is used,
bring out refreshments served by
the gals who belong to the club.
This adds a social touch to the so-
called stamp club and permits some
more yak-yaking until the mem-
bers depart for home. There is one
good thing that can be said about
this club—you never get home late
from the meetings,

These two clubs show plainly the
difference between stamp clubs, No
stamp club is really a stamp club
unless the members are active col-
lectors AND TRADERS. A trading
session at every meeting will do
more to pep up a stamp club than
anything that a speaker can say.
Clubs that seem to be dying of dry
rot, that seem listless and almost
on the point of needing an under-
taker will find a complete change
in club atmosphere will set in when
members bring duplicates to trade
and if the members do not have
trading duplicates then the thing to
do is to get some new members in
the club who are active collectors
and traders. They will so wake up
the members who have been asleep
that many will become active
again, If your club needs a shot in
the arm to wake it up try adding
stamp exchanging as the chief
attraction and you’ll be surprised.
Then if you need another shot in
the arm, try opening a kilo a
meeting, giving members their pick
at a cent or so a stamp. You'll be

surprised at the results,

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INCE the issue of the Boy
Scout stamp not much has

happened in the world of Cana-
dian stamps. I noticed recently a
comment in an American stamp
paper saying that the design and
colour of the Boy Scout stamp
will hold its own among other
commemorative stamps issued by
Canada,

At last the new 4 cents booklets
is out as has been promised some
time ago and again it can be pur-
chased in the stapled form and in
the stitched type. I would advise
all of you, to lay aside a few of
the stitched types and in case you
have not seen the figures on the

reviously issued stitched books,
just have a look at the new list
of quantities issued on the various
items and you will see what I
mean. This list, by the way, can
be obtained from the Philatelic
Agency.

Some other items of interest
are included on this list, such as
the number of destroyeti 3 cents
Queen coils. The reason, although
not apparent, for the destruction,
seems to be the change of postal
rate at that time, making the 3
cents a minor item in demand. I
hope you all have laid aside a roll.
Speaking of rolls, or as we call
them coils, I still hear from time
to time about the so called broken
corner flaws on the revised issue.
I would say it is about time that
collectors try to understand the
many reports which have been
written on this subject pointing
out that there is no such thing as
a broken corner or a corner with
a flaw, These oddities, and that is
all they are, are caused by an
overinking and high pressure of
the printing machine. They may
occur sometimes on a roll but
there is not a constant variety,
not even a minor one.

There is no new word with re-
gard to the additional G over-
prints, So far the various govern-
ment offices have still a large
supply of the old stamps in stock
and it will be some time until

other values are released. e

There was some thought that a
combination booklet would be
issued, but I understand that this
has been given up.

In November we will again be
“favoured” with the last set of
the Prime Ministers. Two values
will complete the series a 4 and a b
center. The planned 256 cents
stamp will only ﬂpear in Feb-
ruary next year. is stamp has
been reported in other Canadian
magazines previously and will
show the Canadian chemical in-
dustry. This value is required for
registration.

Looking into the future, there
is a very good possibility that in
a little over a year we will have
our first multi-coloured stamps.
The Bank Note Co. has been
working on this project for some
time and have been experimenting
with all possible phases of this
art. Maybe the stamps will not at
first be as colourful and as well
balanced in their desi as the
Swiss stamps, but it will be a new
era in the printing of Canadian
postage stamFs. The lanned
series will likely be the historical
gites of Canada and should be
good advertising for our country.

I am surprised that so far no
one has reported the crack in the
last Queen 4 cents stamps. There
is a definite plate surface crack
noticeable in the lower left corner
of this stamp on plate number 4.
This corner shows a great number
of fine to medium hairlines indi-
cating a flaw in the surface of
this plate. This is certainly a
variety for any specialized col-
lector. Speaking of varieties 1
came across a plate block of the
recent 6 cents with a pronounced
colour dot in the left side of the
oval. I do not know if this is
constant, but would like to hear
from others. By the way, this 6
cents stamp is certainly a hard
item to find used and plate blocks
sell here for 50 cents. This stamp
will be discontinued and no more
are being printed.
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It will not be long before the
new Scott catalogue is out and I
guess everyone is eager to have a

t look. My prediction is that
on the average the Canadian
stamps will have an upward
pricing of 10%. That should be
all for this time.

LLUSTRATED ABOVE are the

very attractive high value
Stamlﬁ bearing the portrait of
Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II
which were issued in Great Britain
last month.

They were designed by Mr. Lyn-
ton Lamb, Fellow of the Royal
Society of Arts and the Society of
Industrial Artists and the three-
quarter face portrait of the Queen
was based on the photograph by
Dorothy Wilding Portraits Ltd.,
which was used for the low value
stamps of the present reign.

The new stamps were produced
by the line engraved {mtaglibcg
process by Waterlow & Sons L
and are printed on paper embody-
ing an all-over watermark consist-
ing of an outline of the St. Ed-

ward’s Crown and the Royal
CyIpher.
n making his selection of the

designs the Postmaster General
had the help of his Advisory Panel
of Experts including nominees of
the Council of Industrial Design.
The panel consisted of The Lady
Sempill, A.R.C.A., Vice-president
of the Design and Industries Asso-
ciation; Sir Francis Meynell,
R.D.I.; Sir Leigh Ashton, Director

of the Victoria and Albert Mu-
seum; all of whom were nominated
by the Council of Industrial De- .
sign, with Sir Gordon Russell,
C.B.E., M.C., R.D.I,, Director of the
Council. Sir Kenneth Clark, K.C.B.,
Royal Fine Arts Commission and
Arts Council of Great Britain; Sir
John Wilson, Bt.,, C.V.0., Keeper
of the Royal Stamp Collection, and
the Hon. Sir eorge Bellew,
K.C.V.0.,, F.8.A., Garter King of
Arms, also served on the Advisory
Panel.

Mr. Lynton Lamb is a painter in
oil and water-colour, designer and
illustrator in wood engraving,
lithography and pen and ink. He
was one of the 60 painters invited
to exhibit at the Festival of Brit-
ain in 1951 and has illustrated
over 20 books since the war includ-
ing one for the Limited Editions
Club of New York. He has also
executed architectural decorating
in various media for Bh(iips of the
Orient Line. He designed the Cor-
onation Greetings Telegram form
in 1953.

These stamps have been eagerly
awaited by collectors but it is evi-
dent that a great deal of time and
thought has been put into their
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creation and they are certainly
most attractive in every way and
come up to the very high standard
set by the lower values of the
stamps of Great Britain of the
present reign.

Another very attractive set ap-
peared last month being that for
St. Vincent. This is another ex-
ample of the trend towards a re-
vival of the classics and will do
much to interest collectors in the
beautiful early issues of the
stamps of the British Empire. The
3d. New Zealand, issued in July to
mark the centenary of that coun-
try’s postage stamps, is a particu-
larly pleasing example of this
trend and it is' undoubtedly one of
the most attractive Elizabethan
stamps issued.

Interest in stamp collecting
seems to be definitely on the in-
crease and dealers report brisk
business and many new eollectors
coming into the fold. Undoubtedly
thematic collecting is helping
greatly to interest people in stamp
collecting and witE tﬂe constant
supply of new issues, many of
which are of especial interest to
topical collectors, their interest in
the hobby is being constantly
stimulated. There i1s always a
serious demand for the classic
issues of almost any country
especially for the imperforates,
which find especial favour in
Europe, and may of these fine old
stamps are finding their way back
across the Atlantic. Stamp col-
lecting appears to be booming
everywhere.

MOST PRICE CHANGES
MODERATE

Two, and sometimes three,
catalog revisions a year have a
tendency to eliminate radical price
changes in a new edition. ost
adjustments are so minor—between
lc and 10c—that they are insigni-

ficant by themselves. However,
there are a few outstanding excep-
tions, several of which are men-
tioned below. What is vitally
important is the broad, general
trend: almost every category has
advanced over quotations of a year
ago, with signs of continuing
strength emphatically apparent.

U.S. PLATE BLOCKS GAIN

Again an increase is noted in
demand and prices for U.S. plate
blocks and mint sheets, particularly
in the 1902-34 issues.

OTHER ISSUES MOVE HIGHER

Numerically out in front with
rising price adjustments are the
U.S. Regular Issues. But the new
prices also prove that Commemor-
atives are more than holding their
own. For example, #630 White
Plains sheet is now $27.50; last
year’s catalog pegged it at $28.75.

Man Postage Due stamps
showed new vigor and gains, like
the 2¢ 1879 (#J-2) unused, with a
year’s increase from $2.50 to $2.95

while the unused bc 1894 (#J-34)
went up from an even $1.00 to
$1.35; 1914-15 50c perf. 10 (#J-58)
from $12.75 to $15.75.

Postal Cards show significant
percentage-wise changes, although
most of these are in the low-cost
range. Greater demand for Envel-
ope Cut Squares is evident, too,
with prices clearly on the march
upward.

Under Revenues the Harris
catalog for 1956 has added numer-
ous items previously not quoted;
for instance, the extremely rare
$2500, $5000, and $10,000 Stock
Transfer stamps of 1947-48-49,

CONFEDERATE STATES,
HAWALII, PHILIPPINES STABLE

Compared with the U.S. groups
previously mentioned, this classi-
fication of the market is relatively
level. But here again, the few
price changes that do occur are
upward, so there is definitely no

sign of waning interest on the part
of collectors.

Numerous increases in the Bri-
tish North America section for 1956
conclusively indicate the growing
popularity of Canadian issues,
Among others, the le 1859, used,

$4.65 to $6.50.
