ONLY AN ENVELOPE.

In the second last decade of this 19th
century of rapid transit and instantaneous
communication, it would seem rather
absurd to say that it would take a letter
three whole years to go from Canada to
England. It did, however, in one in-
stance, and from the appearance of the
letter it has probably been sent and re-
serit, and directed and redirected a dozen
times, until at last it reached its destin-
ation.

The envelope horeoriginally the follow-
ing address :—

Mgs. ForriNgssy,
care J. B. Follingsby, Esq,
Bank of Montreal,
London, G. B.

This was written by a lady, and the only
donbtful word in the caligraphy of the
address is * London.”

The first postmark is “Halifax, Canada,
April —, 1884,” the day of the month
is indistinet. It then shows the follow-
ing post office marks :

This letter, if it could speak, could tell
of much swearing by post office clerks
during its travel from Halifax to Toronto,
thence to London, where the clerks sent
it on the rounds of the great city.

got back to London, Evgland, in Nov.,
1884, and is then lost sight of till J uly,
1887, when it turns up with the London
red postmark on it and a penny stamp.

* idea, or at best a very vague and uncer-
tain oue, of the real use of this current
-and interesting set,  The Periodieal or
Newspaper stamps now in use, are used

* solely for second class matters, that they
know, but just’ how, is the question.
. Some suppose that . the stamps are
placed upon the bundle of matter itself,
but this is a mistaken idea. They are
used in the following manuer: There is
a special clerk who has charge of the
second class matter department, A
parcel of periodical matter being brought
in, is first weighed, and the requisite
amotnt paid over in cash. Now this
elerk has a special book consisting of
. receipt and stub, He fills out the receipt
_ for the proper amount and places on the
stuh that amount in stamps. When the
houk is emptied of receipts and conse-
quantly the stubs are all filled out, the

book is fonérded to Washington,
These books, With the report of the clerk
are sent to the Third " Ass’t Post-Master

General al tﬁg end of every quarter,
The stamps are cancelled and the books
either put away for future reference or
destroyed. ﬁu is the reason that one
seldom if ever bears of used specimens,

The dealer,
as a tule, does not enjoy the confidence
which in many cases he is entitled to,
This state of things we can hardly see
any remedy for 'as'it happens too fre-
quently that both dealer and buyer has
misplaced their confidence. Taking up
for instance Philatelic papers and look-
ing- over the advertisements, and ‘es-
pecially European and Continental, we
find the same stamps offered by different
dealers at not anything like a uniform
price. Unexperienced buyers will of
course rush to his writing pad and dash
off an order as large as his dollars will al-
low him without waiting for a moment to
consider whether he is ever going to see
any returns for his outlay. On the other
hand again, some dealers; especially those
young in business, are over anxious to-
extract from his *book of stamp eol-
leetors” names all around the world and
ship off either a packet or approval sheet
and theieby thinking he is forcing trade ;
the result of same 18 too often found to
the dealer’s disadvantage. :
In speaking of this matter we do not "
for a moment contend that we are an
exception, but in ventilating this ques-’
tion we would suggest to the trade in
general to use a little more precaution as.
it is quite as impossible to procure at
fair trade a pound of sugar for the price
of a pound of sand, so is it equally im-
possible to procure a one shilling Nova
Seotia stamp for the price of a Denmark
20 ore. The American continent is large
and stamp dealers are plentifnl, and; as
a ruile, honest and shrewd business men

whose aim is to please all concerned, and?
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speaking from experience we consider it
both convenient and profitable, moreover,
just’ and right to pafronize our home
market, especially when the chances for
fair treatment are in its favour, It is
npt in the spirit of contempt for Euro-
pean stamp dealers that we are writing
as there are certainly ' a great many
honorable dealers who are only too willing
and ready to please their customers,
nevertheless, the European continent
from north 'to south abounds in un-
principled vendors' whose study of the
day and dreams of the night are how
much they can *““scoop ” in.  Philatelic
papers ought to be well informed as to
the standing of stamp dealers around
their respective locality, and if any one
should feel like taking advantage of
advertisements, either to buy or sell, we
think that if such party would apply to
the organ of such place asking for any
information relating to same, that it
would be the duty of such organ to
cheerfully furnish all particulars, ~ This
we think would at least be one way to
bring about a more healthy atmosphere
in the stamp trade, The stamp journals,
on the other hand, should also exercise
more care in their choice of advertisers,
and not allowing a clean inch of space in
exchange for a filthy amount of money.
