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REPORT OF .EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.

Acting on the advice of the President, the Executive Committee have
considered the advisability of inereasing the foreign membership of the
C. P. A. After due deliberation, it is proposed as follows :

That one person only from each country—except Canada and the Unite(
States—will be accepted as a member of the C. P, A, and will be entitled
a corresponding member.

The candidate must be well recommended and must enclose with his
application fifty (50c.) cents, in unused current stamps of his country, and
this fee shall be by him paid annually to the Association, said stamps to be
sold by the Financial Secretary for the benefit of the Association.

Members so elected will have the full use of the Exchange Department
for the circulation of their stamps, but i will be at the option of the super-
intendant whether he send them eash or other stamps to choose from, to
balanee accounts due them.

They will also be expected to send to the secretary a copy or copies of
any philatelic papers that may be published in their country, and will in
return be entitled to receive the official organ of the Association.

Their chief duties will -be to answer (as far as possible) any enquiries
from other members of the C. P. A. regarding philatelists or philatelic
matters residing in or pertaining to their country, and to report to the
Secretary all cases of frand that may ecome under th=ir notice

For the purpose of attending to this departmsnt of the C. P. A, the
Executive Committee propose the ercation of a new offize. Said office to
be known as that of the International Secretary.

In placing this proposal before the Association, the Committee are of
the opinion that if acted upon it eannot help but benefit the C. P. A.
