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FIRST WOMEN………………………………….Lloyd Pfeffer 

 
The Bank of Canada Committee in December of last year selected the first 
women who will be on our paper money besides 
the Queen.  The portrait for the next $10 dollar 
bill, coming out in 2018, will be that of Irene 
(Viola) Davis Desmond.  She was the coloured la-
dy who was arrested in 1945 for sitting in the 
whites-only section of the Roseland Theatre inn 
New Glasgow, Nova Scotia.  At that time only 
white people could sit in the main floor seating, 
non-whites had to use the balcony.  Viola refused 
to move when asked to do so, and offered to pay 
the one penny difference in the cost of the seat. to 
no avail.  She was arrested and removed from the 
theatre.  (Ed: Her conviction, which was for tax 
evasion for not paying the one cent difference in 
seat cost, resulted in a fine of  $20, which she 
paid.) 
Viola tried to fight the injustice and discrimination in court but lost her case.  
She died in 1951, and in 2010, the Governor General of Nova Scotia par-
doned her and the government offered her family and the coloured communi-
ty an apology. 
Canada Post issued a stamp in her honour on February 1 2012, for Black 
History Month (Scott #2521). 
 

 
Who was the first woman to appear on a US stamp? 
in 1902-03 the USPS issued a series of famous Americans, with 
elaborately engraved frames.  Martha Washington (1732-1802) 
graced the eight cent stamp )Scott #306). 
 
 
 

Editor’s note:  The first female other than the Queen on a Ca-
nadian $10 bill (issued in June 2017) was Agnes Macphail, 
our first female MP.
